No additional band vehicles are permitted
to enter the grounds. Bands will be assigned a set-up area.

Order of Play: Band representative must report to the

Chief Steward's Office at 10:00AM on Saturday & Sunday
for the band meeting

Travel: In order to receive travel expenses and prize money, bands

must compete and participate in BOTH Opening & Closing
Ceremonies unless excused by the Chief Steward's Office.
Travel Expense for Saturday reimbursement will be limited to the
first (5) entries received in each grade. Qualifying bands will
receive a travel expense voucher which must be claimed the
weekend of the NHHG&F

Members
of the reciprocating organizations must provide a copy of
their registration card.

Competitors or band members who conduct themselves in
a belligerent, devious, or unsportsmanlike manner will be
removed from the competition area and/or the grounds at
the discretion of the contest committee (2 members of the
Chief Steward's Office & 2 EUSPBA representatives)
